Für die Planung und den Bau einer modernen Villa bedarf es mehre-
rer Faktoren: Einen visionären Bauherrn, der für sich und seine Familie 
einen besonderen Lebensmittelpunkt erschaffen möchte und der auch, 
sonst bliebe es bei der Vision, über die liquiden Mittel für die Realisie-
rung verfügt. Einen visionären Architekten, der es schafft, Lösungen zu 
entwickeln, die den Wünschen und Ansprüchen des Bauherrn gerecht 
werden, aber auch die klimatischen und topographischen Anforderun-
gen mit einfließen lässt. Eine zielführende Zusammenarbeit zwischen 
Architekt und Bauherrn ist nur möglich, wenn gegenseitiger Respekt 
und Empathie von Anfang an gegeben sind und beide Einigung darin 
finden, wie das Projekt gebaut wird. Vom Grundriss über die Aufteilung 
der einzelnen Räume an bis hin zur Gestaltung der Außenflächen, sind 
die Bedürfnisse des Bauherrn ausschlaggebend für die Planung. Hinzu 
kommen Aspekte der Nachhaltigkeit bezüglich der Energiegewinnung, 
der Energiespeicherung und des Energieverbrauchs sowie der Verwen-
dung natürlicher Baustoffe.

Die 38 in diesem Buch vorgestellten Architekten sind beispielhaft für ei-
nen hohen Anspruch an den Bau privater Wohnhäuser und zeigen mit 
über 100 MODERN VILLAS eine große Bandbreite ihres Schaffens mit 
einem enormen Raum für Inspirationen.

Several factors play into the planning and construction of a modern villa: 
First of all, a visionary homeowner who wishes to create a special place 
to live for himself and his family and who also has the liquid assets to 
realize this—otherwise the vision would remain just that: a vision. Sec-
ondly, a visionary architect, who manages to develop solutions that meet 
the wishes and demands of the client, but who also takes climatic and 
topographical conditions into account. A productive cooperation between 
architect and client is only possible if mutual respect and empathy are 
given from the very beginning and if both agree on how the project is to 
be built. From the floor plan to the division of the individual rooms and 
the design of the exterior areas, the needs of the client are decisive for 
the planning. This is complemented by aspects of sustainability regard-
ing energy generation, storage, and consumption, as well as the use of 
natural building materials. In addition to the proportions of the individual 
spaces, the interior design is decisive for a sense of well-being. This 
design, often created by the architect himself, flows into the entire crea-
tive process, while still offering the client enough freedom for individual 
decisions with regard to furniture, lighting, and art.

The thirty-eight architects featured in this book are exemplary of the 
high demands placed on the construction of private residential buildings 
and, with over 100 MODERN VILLAS, present a broad spectrum of their 
work with plenty of space for inspiration.
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
